The centre console will indicate the air quality – blue 0-50 = good; yellow 50 – 100 = moderate; red 100 – 500 = poor. Fan speed will automatically adjust.
5. Ensure the UV on/off indicator is lit, this indicates that the UV air sterilisation function is operating.
6. Only clean this machine with a damp cloth, do not use solvents or bleach. 
7. Ensure appliance is always placed on firm level surface before operation. 
8. Do not block or obstruct the air intake or outlet vents. 
9. Do not insert fingers or other items into the air intake or outlet vents. 
10. When the air purifier is in standby mode the SensorPod is still transmitting a signal/data.
11. At the end of the school day, switch the unit off, switch off the power outlets
